OLYMPIC ‘RULES’

e No food, drink or gum allowed

e All students must wear seatbelt (where provided) and must be seated facing
forward with feet out of the aisle. Backpacks, lunch bags, instruments, sports
gear, etc., must also be kept out of aisle and away from emergency exits.

¢ No loud talking and no foul language or gestures

e Do not throw anything on the bus or out the windows of the bus

¢ Always walk in front of the bus; never behind it

e Obey the bus driver

¢ Do not depart the bus unless you see your parent/caregiver at your stop

e The use of electronics is permitted when using headphones or ear buds so as
long it is respectful and courteous of other passengers. Photographing or
recording sounds or images of peers, adults, or Olympic employees is strictly
prohibited.

e Beontime

e Transportation of “class pets” is prohibited

e Parents/guardians are not permitted on the bus at any time; unauthorized
boarding of an Olympic bus is considered trespassing.

Students are asked to exhibit respectful behavior regarding bus property.

Vehicles are kept in a neat and clean condition and students are asked to assist

in this regard by keeping feet/shoes off of the seats, off the walls & equipment.

These rules are important for everyone’s safety. If a student does not follow the
rules, a parent will be notified.
